	Welcome to Inspector Kevin Chase (KC) from Crieff
There were some Police incidents but only one of particular concern – on the 23rd April there was a house break in, Glasdale, where a number of items were stolen. The suspect was described as early 20’s, wearing a grey hooded jumper and carrying a green plastic bag. He was last seen walking over the Ross Bridge. The victim was very shocked by the incident and is receiving support from Police counsellors  and the local community.
There was also a second attempted break in locally which was not successful but believed to be linked to the first.

KC said that there are ongoing enquiries into both these crimes and that forensics were working with evidence collected at the scene.
There had been similar incidents in Balquidder and Callendar. It is thought that this is not a local crime and perhaps orchestrated from Glasgow or Edinburgh.

A second incident was involving Sgt Ross from Crieff where his car was rammed in Crieff by a drunk driver and extensive damage was subsequently caused to the railings at Macrosty Park and on the road to Comrie – the driver was later arrested and will face trial for a number of offences.

A third incident involved sheep worrying in Crieff. 7 Lambs have recently been killed by a dog and the owner has been charged – CCC agreed to put word on the website about this and KC requested that dog owners keep dogs on a lead at all times around livestock.

There is no update on the fires in St Fillians and no further progress with the van break ins.

Member of the public wanted to raise a concern about the number of deer on the A85 trunk road. He advised that his wife’s car had recently been written off following her hitting a roe deer. This could have been more serious if had been a larger Red Deer.

Ferral Goats were also more prevalent on the road at the Dunira bad bends, with the large silver male recently being killed after being hit by a car.

It was agreed, that although the Police could not do anything directly, it was a road safety issue. GB will speak with Bear to see if more signs can be erected advising caution due to presence of deer.

	Flood Plan – 

TL, DR and AM attended a Design Information meeting in Perth on 25th April – very good and the team listened to ideas raised by TL & DR

Public drop-in sessions, hosted by P&K and supporting agencies, were present at the White Church on Tuesday 30th April and Wednesday 8th May – these were well supported by the local population. Reaction was generally positive.
TL was contacted by Dundee Courier and made comments today relating to the flood plans.

Comrie in Colour have been approached and given the option to have things built in to or around the flood structures during construction –– C in C are unsure if they are able to support any additional things yet due to a dire need for further volunteer helpers. 

As access to the Boulevard is going to be difficult during the flood barriers construction, and vehicular access will be impossible afterwards, it has been suggested that the Street Market, during the Comrie Fortnight, should permanently move venue from the Boulevard to Legion Park. P&K have offered to upgrade the facilities there with wider gate access, hard standing for cars and improved fencing. The details are yet to be agreed and finalized but CFA seem in favour of this.
Shaky Bridge update – Andrew Reid chasing Cllr Ros Mills. No reply to date, PKC Cllr’s to chase as this as the plans and costings are well over due now and information is needed to enable funding applications to be prepared.

Free trees for Laggan – Application  approved. Delivery scheduled for November for 315 assorted trees. Need to consider a ‘planting party’ over couple of weekends at the end of the year.
McLaggan/Happy valley cemetery – unsure who the landowner is or the Trustees of the graveyard, but it is very overgrown and would be a shame for this part of Comrie’s history to be lost. GB to contact Irvine Geddes regarding land ownership. CCC will endeavor to get it tidied up if appropriate permissions can be obtained.
