	HOMESAFE – HOME SECURITY ADVICE

Ensure that all windows and doors are locked before going out and leave a light on if you are unlikely to be home before dark.

Furthermore, always lock all doors and windows before retiring to bed for the night and Tayside Police would suggest that you even make them secure while at home to reduce the opportunity for sneak-in thieves.

Tools and ladders and even garden furniture should also be put away and never left out for thieves to steal, or even use to commit crime.

In addition residents should -
   Ensure that keys are not left within door locks. 

· If they have a house alarm – use it. If not, consider having one fitted. 

· It is important that a home looks occupied even if no one is home. Consider buying timer devices for    lights if the house is going to be unoccupied during hours of darkness. 

· Mark all valuables with a UV pen with the relevant post code and house number. If stolen items are recovered by the Police, it is much easier to return them to the owner if this has been done. 

Importantly, try to be a good neighbour, particularly towards older or vulnerable neighbours. Ask them if they require any assistance to make their homes safer and keep an eye out for them, as well as anyone coming to their door.
