Upon Jake's release from prison, the brothers are reunited and visit the orphanage they grew up in--only to discover that it is in danger of being shut down by the county for failure to pay taxes. 





Sat 15th January: Nowhere Boy (15)


Sam Taylor Wood's biopic about the young John Lennon and the women who shaped his life,  his mother Julia and his aunt Mimi. Starring Aaron Johnson, Kristin Scott Thomas and Anne Marie Duff.





Sat 19th February: Bright Star (PG)

The Counterfeiters is the true story of the largest counterfeiting operation in history, set up by the Nazis in 1936. Hand-picked for his unique skill, Salomon and a group of professionals are forced to produce fake foreign currency under the program Operation Bernhard. Faced with a moral dilemma, Salomon must decide whether his actions, which could prolong the war and risk the lives of fellow prisoners, are ultimately the right ones

Stunning scenery and powerful performances make this a must-see family film. When a young man, Angus, visits his dying Grandfather in hospital he cannot hold back his boyhood quest for the truth.
