To support  young people in Comrie to run the youth extreme sports group and to encourage them to take part in regular ‘extreme activities’.  This includes supporting them to organise regular trips and meetings of the group and fundraise for trips. 
Parents will do major grant applications.

20 hours per month until June 2014, to be worked in agreement with the committee.
Rate of Pay

Up to £11.90 per hour
(Equivalent to local authority sessional youth leader rate)

Includes evening and weekend hours.

Responsibilities

Job Description

· Organise monthly bike and skate park trips and/or similar ’extreme sport’  trips, attending at least half the trips ( parents support available for some)

· Attract new members, particularly girls, by raising the profile of the group’s activities and aims and promoting what they do. 
· Organise monthly planning meeting to agree local fundraising activity and plan trips
· Support young people in maintaining relationships with local community committees and groups - Laggan Park, Comrie Development Trust, Community Council and attend meetings with young people to update them as required. 

· Build a more positive view of young people, skate and bike activities within in the village.

· Record activities with the young people to form part of the final report to funders

Skills Required

Background

Comrie Youth Extreme Sports group is a constituted group set up to support young people in Comrie to:

· Experience and take part in a range of ‘extreme’ sports activities such as climbing, mountain biking, skate park activities, snow sports, kayaking and parcour

· Raise funds for trips and activities and to eventually build a bike and skate park

The group, formerly known as Comrie Skate and Bike group, have been meeting for over 6 years and campaigning for the building of a skate park in Comrie.  To date they have designed a skate park with support through Skateboard Scotland, submitted plans and been granted planning permission to build in Laggan Park in Comrie.  The group have successfully raised nearly £5000 for building the skate/bike park however as it is proving difficult to raise a larger sum the group are looking at alternative just now. In order to keep motivation and commitment strong, an application has been made successfully to Cashback for Communities to support someone to work with the group over the next year to help them organise trips and decide their future direction.
Current situation

There are currently around 12 young people involved with the group – mainly boys( and a couple of girls) some at secondary school and some at primary school.   We are seeking to take a youth work approach and engage with young people in the planning of activities, using ground rules they have already agreed to.  

The committee for Comrie Youth Extreme Sports includes young people. There is active support from a small group of parents and other adults in the community.
Membership for the group is set up so that parents of under 16’s need to join and support at least once a year. Young people taking part in activities are expected to attend monthly meetings and to help with fundraising events.
